3. Organisations will be notified if their application is successful by Friday 14 April.  

4. Three organisations will be nominated on an annual basis.  

5. Raceday bucket collect dates are subject to availability of dates, the organisation must apply 

for and be granted a Street Collecting Permit from City of York Council.  

6. It is understood that some organisations will feel disappointed however no correspondence 

about the decision making process will be entered into. 

7. York Racecourse reserves the right to withdraw any or all of the benefits should the 

organisation cause a negative effect on the racecourse by its action or inaction.
